THE CATALOGUE.  IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONSIGNOR TO VERIFY 
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THE ACCURACY OF ALL INFORMATION AND TO NOTIFY THE COMPANY, PRIOR 
TO THE SALE, OF ANY CORRECTIONS, ERRORS, OMISSIONS OR ADDITIONS 
PRIOR TO THE OFFERING OF ANY HORSE FOR SALE IN THE SALE RING.  A BUYER 
SHALL SEEK REDRESS ONLY AGAINST THE CONSIGNOR IN CASE OF AN ERROR 
OR OMISSION.  The Consignor and the Buyer agree to hold the Company harmless 
from and against any and all liability or responsibility for any such errors or omissions.

11. WARRANTY DISCLAIMER; RETURNS OF PURCHASED HORSES.  UNLESS 
OTHERWISE EXPRESSLY ANNOUNCED AT THE TIME OF SALE AND EXCEPT FOR 
THE WARRANTIES OF THE CONSIGNOR SET FORTH BELOW IN THIS CONDITION 
11, THERE IS NO GUARANTEE OR WARRANTY OF ANY KIND, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, 
AS TO THE SOUNDNESS, CONDITION, WIND, MERCHANTABILITY, OR FITNESS FOR 
ANY PARTICULAR PURPOSE OF ANY HORSE OFFERED IN THIS SALE.

Unless otherwise noted in the Catalogue or announced at the time of the sale, the 
Consignor warrants that the following are true both at the time of Consignment and at the 
time of the sale:  (i) that each consigned horse is correctly described in the Catalogue 
as a colt, a ridgeling, a gelding, a fi lly or a stallion; (ii) that no consigned horse has been 
conceived as a result of embryo transfer; (iii) that no embryo, egg, semen or other ge-
netic material (other than genetic material required and used for DNA testing and other 
nonproductive purposes) has been harvested from any consigned horse; and (iv) that 
each consigned horse is duly registered as a standardbred with the appropriate authority.

Any horse whose condition is contrary to the Consignor’s warranties set forth in 
the immediately preceding paragraph of this Condition 11 and is not so announced at 
the time of sale will be subject to return to the Consignor with refund of the purchase 
price, provided (i) that the Company is actually notifi ed in writing and by veteri-
nary certifi cate of such defect or variation, and (ii) that the rejection or revoca-
tion of acceptance on the above grounds occurs and the veterinary certifi cate is 
received by the Company within forty-eight (48) hours after the start of the sales 
session at which the horse in question was sold.  If the Consignor’s veterinarian 
disagrees with the veterinary certifi cate supplied by the Buyer, the Company shall ap-
point a third veterinarian whose certifi cate in these circumstances shall be binding upon 
the Consignor, the Buyer and all other parties, absent fraud or bad faith.  The parties 
acknowledge that they expressly waive any requirement that the third-party veterinar-
ian conduct a hearing and further waive any right they may have to participate in any 
arbitration procedure other than as provided in these Conditions of Sale. Company 
shall have no liability to any party as a consequence of any breach by the Consignor 
with respect to the limited warranties of the Consignor set forth above.

All horses in this sale have been DNA tested for parentage certifi cation, with the 
results furnished or to be furnished to the Company.  If any unprocessed DNA results 
prove to be negative (such that the horse does not qualify for the parentage indicated 
in the Catalogue), the Company shall notify the Buyer and the horse in question shall 
be returned to Consignor with refund of the purchase price.

In any case in which a horse is returned to the Consignor in accordance with these 
Conditions of Sale, the Consignor shall pay all proper expenses incurred on the horse 
from the fall of the hammer until the return of the horse to the Consignor.  Proper ex-
penses include, but are not limited to, such items as veterinarian charges, vanning, and 
boarding.  The parties acknowledge that only the conditions set forth in this Condition 
11 will permit rescission of sale, and that rescission hereunder shall be the Buyer’s sole 
and exclusive remedy.  In all other respects, the “AS IS” nature of this sale remains in 
full force and effect.

Other than failure to satisfy the aforementioned expressly warranted condi-
tions, no other defects shall constitute a nonconformity, substantial or otherwise, 
with the terms of the contract.

12. LIMITED WARRANTIES AS TO BROODMARES. Each broodmare in this sale 
shall be offered with veterinary certifi cate provided by Consignor showing her, in the 
opinion of the examining veterinarian, to be, based on appropriate examination within 
ten (10) days of the date of sale, (a) pregnant, or (b) not pregnant, but suitable for mat-
ing, or (c) not as described in either (a) or (b) above and therefore requiring a special 
announcement. Any Buyer of a broodmare may have her examined by a veterinarian 
within twenty-four (24) hours after fall of the hammer, and prior to removal from the sales 
premises. Failure to do so is a waiver of any right to rescind the sale or revoke acceptance 
of the broodmare. All warranties with respect to broodmares terminate upon the earlier 
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of (a) expiration of twenty-four hours from time of sale, or (b) removal of the broodmare 
from the sales premises. Any broodmare so examined by the Buyer’s veterinarian within 
the permitted time period, whose pregnancy status and/or suitability for mating is found 
not to be as represented in the veterinary certifi cate provided by Consignor, except any 
mare whose pregnancy status and/or suitability for mating has materially changed after 
fall of the hammer, may be returned to Consignor as unsold; however, in the event of a 
disagreement between the Buyer’s veterinarian and Consignor’s examining veterinar-
ian as to the pregnancy status and/or suitability for mating of the broodmare, a referee 
veterinarian shall be designated by the Consignor and Buyer (or by Auctioneer and the 
Company if Consignor and Buyer cannot agree) and shall examine the mare to determine 
whether or not she may be returned under this CONDITION. All parties shall be bound 
by the referee veterinarian’s opinion, which shall be fi nal and without recourse. The ref-
eree veterinarian’s fee and any reasonable expenses of Auctioneer and the Company, 
including, without limitation, entry fees and sales commissions, shall be paid by the party 
whose property the mare is determined to be. Consignors who have actual knowledge 
that the broodmare has, within the last two years, undergone either (i) a caesarean sec-
tion delivering a fetus, or (ii) surgery involving the cervix, or (iii) a urethral extension, or 
(iv) the removal of an ovary, must be so announced at the time of sale. Consignor shall 
have the sole responsibility concerning the accuracy of the disclosures/announcements 
and both Consignor and Buyer agree that Auctioneer and the Company are absolved 
from any liability relating to such announcements/disclosures and both agree to hold 
Auctioneer and the Company harmless from any loss incurred by either of them relating 
to such announcements/disclosures. Any horse whose condition is as aforesaid and is 
not so announced will be subject to return to Consignor with refund of purchase price, 
and all proper expenses, provided that Auctioneer and the Company are so notifi ed in 
writing by a veterinary certifi cate of such condition, and the right of return on the above 
grounds shall be within fourteen (14) days from the day of sale.  The following terms 
and standards recommended by the American Association of Equine Practitioners are 
hereby made a part of this CONDITION:

Pregnant. Any fi lly or mare shall be characterized as “pregnant” if a practitioner 
has examined such animal for pregnancy at 42 days or more post mating during the 
applicable year and such examination indicated that such fi lly or mare was pregnant. 
Any report based on an examination at less than 42 days post mating should indicate 
the pregnancy status of the animal as well as the number of days post mating that the 
examination was performed. Accordingly, a report from a positive pregnancy exam at 42 
or more days post mating indicates the fi lly or mare is “pregnant” without further com-
ment. The results of a positive determination prior to 42 days should be indicated in a 
manner showing the applicable number of days such as “pregnant----41 days.” 

Aborted. Any fi lly or mare that is not pregnant at the time of examination should 
be reported as “aborted” rather than “not pregnant” if the person rendering the report is 
actually aware that (a) an aborted fetus was observed or (b) the mare had been declared 
“pregnant” based on an examination at 42 days or more post mating. 

Not Pregnant. Any fi lly or mare that has been mated, examined for pregnancy, 
and found not pregnant at 42 days or more post mating during a specifi ed year should 
be characterized as “not pregnant” unless such fi lly or mare has “aborted” as defi ned 
above. Any fi lly or mare that has been mated, examined for pregnancy and found not 
pregnant prior to 42 days post mating should be indicated in a manner showing appli-
cable number of days such as “not pregnant---41 days.” Any fi lly or mare determined to 
be pregnant prior to 42 days post mating and later found to be not pregnant should be 
characterized as “not pregnant” rather than “aborted” unless the examiner has knowledge 
that an aborted fetus was observed. 

Suitable for Mating. Any fi lly or mare that is not pregnant at the time of examination 
shall be characterized as “suitable for mating” if a palpation per rectum of the ovaries, 
uterus and cervix, and speculum examination of the cervix and vagina does not reveal 
signifi cant abnormalities that would indicate that the fi lly or mare is not reproductively 
within reasonably normal limits. A fi lly or mare that is “pregnant” or “pregnant________ 
days” at the time of examination, as determined by a palpation per rectum, shall be 
characterized as “suitable for mating” without further tests or examinations. Any re-
productive examination or statement that a fi lly or mare is “suitable for mating” thus 
only indicates either (a) the results of the above-referenced palpation per rectum and 
speculum examination on the date performed or (b) the fi lly or mare was found to be 
“pregnant” or “pregnant______ days” and does not refl ect the examiner’s opinion of the 
future ability or inability of a particular fi lly or mare to conceive and deliver a live foal. 
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There are many other tests or criteria that might be utilized to estimate the likelihood of 
a successful mating; however, a statement that a mare is “suitable for mating” shall not 
indicate any tests have been completed other than those specifi cally referenced above. 
Moreover, a fi lly or mare may be characterized as “suitable for mating” based on only 
one examination even though more than one examination might enhance the likelihood 
of discovering reproductive abnormalities. 

Mating. The physical act of a stallion mounting a fi lly or mare with intromission 
of the penis and ejaculation. Artifi cial insemination qualifi es as mating for breeds that 
permit artifi cial insemination. 

Mated. Any fi lly or mare that has undergone the physical act of mating for whose 
pregnancy status has never been determined. 

Not Mated. Any fi lly or mare that has not undergone the physical act of mating by 
any stallion during a specifi ed year.

13. AUTHORIZED AGENTS.  Only those persons acting pursuant to notarized 
letters of authorization or with the Company’s approval may act on behalf of a principal, 
whether or not the principal is in attendance at the sale.  If the Company accepts a 
non-notarized authorization which is later shown to be invalid, such acceptance by the 
Company shall in no way relieve the agent of personal liability with respect to all matters 
arising out of this sale.  Any person purchasing a horse as agent without a notarized 
letter of authorization or the Company’s prior written approval shall be personally liable 
for all matters in connection with the purchase of the horse, including payment of the 
purchase price and all other obligations arising out of these Conditions of Sale.  The 
Company may pursue the agent and/or the principal, jointly and severally, for the full 
purchase price and all other obligations of the Buyer in connection with the purchase of 
such horse.  All persons acting as agents for principals also are responsible for ensuring 
that the principal either has approved credit or makes settlement for the full purchase 
price for each horse purchased not later than thirty (30) minutes after the fall of the 
hammer.  By signing the sales ticket, regardless of the form of the signature, a person 
acting as agent agrees to be personally liable, jointly and severally, with the principal, 
for the full purchase price of the horse purchased if the principal either does not have 
approved credit or does not make settlement for the full purchase price within thirty (30) 
minutes after the fall of the hammer.

14. SALES TAX.  Each horse offered for sale in this Catalogue is subject to the 
six percent (6%) Kentucky Retail Sales Tax, which must be paid by the Buyer in addi-
tion to the purchase price, unless the sale of the horse qualifi es for exemption under 
the Rules and Regulations of the Department of Revenue of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky.  It is the responsibility of the Buyer to furnish the Company with certifi cates or 
other documentation of exemption in the form approved by the Department of Revenue.  
Instructions and forms will be furnished by the Company.

15. COMPANY RIGHTS DURING PENDENCY OF CONTROVERSIES.  If, during 
the pendency of any dispute, controversy or claim, no party is willing to take possession 
of the horse which is the subject matter of the dispute, all interested parties agree that 
the Company may take all such steps as it deems advisable in the maintenance and 
care of such horse, including, without limitation, board, veterinary care, and any other 
reasonable expenditures, and that all costs incurred by the Company shall be reimbursed 
by the Buyer upon demand.

The Company shall also have the sole discretionary right, but shall be under no 
obligation, to sell the horse in controversy at any sale, public or private, and upon such 
terms and conditions as the Company may deem appropriate.  Such sale may be made, 
within the sole and exclusive discretion of the Company, with or without notice to the 
Consignor or the Buyer.  All costs and expenses incurred by the Company in connection 
with any such sale shall bear interest at the rate of eighteen percent (18%) per year, and 
the Company shall be reimbursed for such costs and expenses, plus interest thereon, 
by the party ultimately determined to be the owner of the horse in controversy.  If the 
subject horse is resold, the parties agree that the Company and/or the Consignor shall 
be reimbursed fi rst for any expenses they have incurred in the care of the horse and for 
their legal expenses, with the balance, if any, to be paid to the appropriate party.  The 
Consignor and the Buyer further agree to hold the Company harmless from and against 
any defi ciency or loss that the Consignor and/or the Buyer may incur upon the resale 
of such horse in the event that the Company is unable to resell the horse for an amount 
equal to or greater than the original purchase price.

16. LIMITATION OF ACTION; WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL; GOVERNING LAWS; 
VENUE AND JURISDICTION. Any cause of action arising out of the purchase and 
sale of any horse at this sale shall be commenced not more than one year after the 
sale. Provided, however, that this limitation of action shall not apply to an action for the 
recovery from the Buyer of the purchase price, plus interest and expenses (including 
reasonable attorney fees), including repossession of any horses purchased at this sale. 
The consignor and his agent voluntarily and intentionally waive any right that they 
may have to a trial by jury in respect to any litigation arising from or connected 
with this sale. The laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky shall govern the construction 
of these Conditions of Sale and the rights, remedies, and duties of the parties hereto. 
In the event of any litigation arising out of these Conditions of Sale or the transactions 
contemplated hereby, the parties agree that any action or suit shall be brought in a court 
of record in the County of Fayette, Commonwealth of Kentucky, or in the United States 
District Court for the Eastern District of Kentucky, and the parties hereby consent to the 
venue and jurisdiction of such courts.

The Company will endeavor to protect the interests of both the Consignor and the 
Buyer, but the duties and obligations of the Company to such persons shall be strictly 
limited to those expressly imposed upon the Company by these Conditions of Sale.  ALL 
OTHER DUTIES AND OBLIGATIONS, INCLUDING FIDUCIARY AND OTHER DUTIES 
WHICH MIGHT OTHERWISE BE IMPOSED UPON THE COMPANY BY OPERATION 
OF LAW, ARE HEREBY EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMED, EXCEPT THAT THE COMPANY 
SHALL BE REQUIRED TO EXERCISE THAT STANDARD OF CARE GENERALLY 
EXERCISED BY OTHER COMPARABLE HORSE AUCTION COMPANIES.

17. MERGER OF AGREEMENT.  All announcements and all Important Notices on 
the preceding pages of this Catalogue are incorporated in these Conditions of Sale and 
made a part of the agreement for the sale of each catalogued horse.  The Consignor or 
the Company may have made oral statements or published advertisements concern-
ing the horses described in this Catalogue or this sale generally.  Such statements or 
advertising do not constitute warranties, shall not be relied upon by the Buyer, and are 
not part of the agreement for sale.  The entire agreement for sale is embodied in these 
Conditions of Sale, the Important Notices on the preceding pages of this Catalogue, the 
Agent Authorization Form (if any), the Credit Application (if any), the announcements, and 
the Acknowledgment of Purchase.  Any attempt on the part of the Buyer to unilaterally 
alter or modify these Conditions of Sale by making changes on the Acknowledgment of 
Purchase is prohibited and shall be invalid and unenforceable.  These aforementioned 
documents, as modifi ed by the announcements made pursuant to Condition 10, con-
stitute the fi nal expression of the parties’ agreement and are a complete and exclusive 
statement of that agreement.  Notwithstanding the above, the Consignor (including 
owner) and the Buyer may enter into a written agreement which modifi es the limited 
warranties as provided herein; however, no such action by the Consignor and the Buyer 
shall modify or alter any of the duties, responsibilities and rights of the Company, as 
provided in these Conditions of Sale and the Consignor’s Contract.

18. SEVERABILITY. If any provision of these CONDITIONS OF SALE is held to 
be illegal or invalid, such illegality or invalidity shall not affect the remaining provisions 
of these CONDITIONS OF SALE, and they shall be continued and enforced as if such 
illegal or invalid provision had never been inserted herein. 

19. TIME OF ESSENCE. TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE AS TO ALL MATTERS SET 
FORTH IN THESE CONDITIONS OF SALE.
